This meticulously
designed and crafted collection features the following coms in limited
numbers of 1000 coins each. Act now to own a piece of history and use 1t
to talk about the rich history of Palestine!
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The Palestine Man and Anemone: Honoring the 1925 discovery
of Skull near Safad, this coin depicts the “Galilee Skull,” estimated to be
between 200,000 and 500,000 years old, alongside the Anemone,

Palestine’s national flower that adorns 1ts landscape.
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The Palestine Thinker and Jatfa Oranges: The Palestine Thinker
was unearthed in 2016. The Middle Bronze Age “Thinker” tigurine,
dating back to 1800-1600 BCE, paired with the 1conic Jatta oranges and

their blossoms.
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The Ambassador of Pharaonic Egypt to Palestine alongside a Specimen of
Palestiman Pottery: Pa-di-Iset, an Egyptian ambassador to Palestine from the 26th
Dynasty (circa 664-525 BCE), was discovered mn 2023 in Abusir, Egypt, along
with a specimen of Palestinian pottery. Palestine began exporting such pottery to
neighboring regions, including Pharaonic Egypt, around 1700 BCE.

Featuring Christtanity Holiest Church and the most revered church
established 1n Jerusalem, Palestine 1n 326, alongside the esteemed Date
Palm Tree.
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Al-Qibli Mosque and Qur’anic Verse: Showcasing Al-Qibli also
known as Al-Aqgsa Mosque, constructed by Umar bin Al-Khattab in 637,
accompanied by the Qur’anic verse detailling Prophet Muhammad’s 621

journey from Mecca to Jerusalem, Palestine.
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Dome of the Rock and the Blessed Olive Tree: Presenting the
Dome of the Rock, constructed between 688 and 692 over the sacred site
of Prophet Muhammad’s ascension, alongside Palestine’s blessed Olive

Tree.

Palestine Flag and Key: Symbolizing the Palestinian flag and the
cherished keys retained by Palestinians, representing homes from which
they displaced 1n 1948 and the hope to return to reclaim Palestine from
the river to the sea.
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Handala and Map of Palestine: Depicting Handala, the renowned
character by the late Palestimian artist Naj1 Al-Ali, assassinated 1n LLondon
in 1987, alongside the map of Palestine 1n the national colors.
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Palestintan embroidery, or tatreez, 1s a vibrant form of cultural expression that
preserves Palestimian identity, history, and resistance through intricate designs and
symbols. Originating 1n rural villages, each region developed distinct patterns and
motifs that communicated a woman’s social status, marital status, and hometown.
Over time, embroidery has transcended 1its rural roots to become a national symbol,
worn across Palestine and by the diaspora as a proud assertion of heritage and
resilience 1n the face of displacement and occupation.
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Freedom, 1980 by Shhman Mansour and the Palestinian Sunbird: The suffering of Palestinian
prisoners n Israeli jails 1s a long-standing and deeply paintul aspect of life under occupation. Since
1967, Israel has imprisoned over one million Palestinians, many held under administrative detention
without charge or trial and subjected to harsh interrogation methods, solitary confinement, and physical
and psychological torture. Shman Mansour’s 1980 painting Freedom, alongside the image of the
Palestinian Sunbird—a symbol of endurance and rootedness—captures this collective pain and the
enduring national longing for liberation, standing as a powerful emblem of prisoners’ resilience and the
broader Palestinian struggle for justice and self-determination.
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The City of Yata and Slhiman Mansour’s Painting of a Family from the Refugee Camp: Yafa,
once known as the Pride of the Mediterranean and renowned for 1ts world-famous oranges, was home
to a vibrant Palestinian community before 1948. Like much of historic Palestine, its indigenous
population was ethnically cleansed during the Nakba, forced into exile, and denied their nght to return.
Sliman Mansour’s painting of a refugee family captures the enduring pain of this displacement and the
deep longing for home that continues to shape the hives of millions of Palestinian refugees who trace
their roots to cities and villages across Palestine.
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Treat your com collection as Cfou would fine artwork. Always wear cotton or nitrile gloves when handling. These
coins carry both symbolic and material value—handle with the respect they deserve.

To remove dust, use clean, dry microfiber cloth. If necessary, lightly dampen the cloth—never soak the coin.
Moisture can damage the soft enamel and corrode metal over time.

Use hard acrylic capsules or individual velvet pouches with anti-tarnish lining. Store m low-humidity conditions,
preferably with silica gel packets to prevent tarnish and corrosion.

For showcasing your collection: Use acrylic display stands or UV-protected frames to preserve colors and finish.
Avoid direct sunlight and exposure to high temperatures.

Each coin 1s marked with a unique serial number and comes with an official collector’s booklet. Keep these
together to maintain authenticity and provenance.
